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Welcome to the World of HiVi

HiVi was originally founded by Hong Bo Yao in 1991. Just out of college, he saw an opportunity to start a business manufacturing high

quality audio drivers. This was unheard of in China at that time. HiVi quickly became an overnight success. Their quality was better than

the competition and the business quickly grew. But to ensure long term growth, HiVi needed a continual supply of new product for an

ever expanding audio industry.

To facilitate this and attract experienced talent from other countries they established a very well equipped R&D facility in Toronto Canada

in 1994. Soon the company was making waves in the audio industry with product that was innovative and affordable. They brought to market a high

quality isodynamic ribbon tweeter for a quarter of what it normally cost. Designed in Canada, made in China – the perfect combination.

In 1997 HiVi decided to expand its business into manufacturing finished speakers.  Rather than re-invent the wheel so to speak, they decided to merge

with an already established high-end speaker manufacture Swans Speaker Systems. They opened an office in Los Angeles and Swans became the

North American and European marketing entity for finished speakers. Soon containers of speakers were entering the US marketplace. The home theater

market was exploding and consumers were demanding quality as well as a low price. Combining Swans design skills and HiVi’s ability to make the product

consistently was the perfect marriage.

HiVi’s next move was to jump into the growing Chinese home theater market. Up till this point in time HiVi was marketing speakers through independent

audio stores. Customers often complained about service. In a bold step, the company started it’s own company stores. But they did more than just sell

product. Swans customers were treated like royalty. Product purchased was delivered to their home and set up by a trained technician – for free. Customers

loved it and HiVi’s stores spread like wild fire. Two years later there are more than a thousand HiVi stores.

HiVi continues to expand. Their product line now includes home theater amplifiers, DVD players, multimedia speakers - the list keeps growing.

Their attention to quality is second to none. Every product that goes out the door has been tested and inspected at least 5 times – sometimes more. As

a result their defect rate is less than .8%, a figure that amazes others in the electronics industry. When you own your own stores you tend to be more

careful.

They recently finished a large expansion at their manufacturing facility in Guangzhou This included the completion of the largest anechoic chamber in

China. It is so big you could easily fit a truck in it.

Tomorrow belongs to China and HiVi is becoming China’s powerhouse in the global audio industry.



1.The tweeter sounds state-of-the-art to me, which is no surprise considering its well-

designed ribbon construction.  What most surprised me, though, is the top-to-bottom

neutrality, literally free of audible coloration, even compared to a live voice!  I guess that

speaks well for tonal accuracy.

2. Regarding imaging, the M1s are uncannily solid-no crossover audibility, let alone

smearing', even off vertical axis (just a very natural HF rolloff).

3. Horizontal dispersion is very wide, maintaining tonal neutrality and imaging.  This, I

believe,  is responsible for the unusually wide, deep, and open spatial reproduction.

4. The transient response sounds free of any percussive delay-smearing effect.

5. Transparency and detail resolution sound extremely good, possibly as good as an

electrostatic.

6. The bass quality is so natural and detailed that I hardly missed the below-55Hz stuff.

(But since I love deep bass, I would add a good subwoofer.) With the M1s, I heard the

things a live acoustic string bass produces: both the extended series of harmonics and

the vibrating string "pulsiness";  the latter requires excellent phase coherence as well as

a smooth frequency response.

7. With 86dB (1W/tm) sensitivity and 50W handling, they won't safely sustain above 103db

SPL.  But to find criticism of the M1s' musical realism, you'll need one of those "hi-end"

magazine reviewers who can "hear" the benefits of plutonium-enriched superconducting

binding posts (those on the Ml are close).

The midrange/bass drivers are built for power. Their rigid metal cone is able to replicate the most demanding

sound passages in any scene.  Bass is tight and controlled. Because the same compliment of drivers is used

in the front center and rear cabinets, the tonal quality is identical throughout.

The front speakers are a three-way design incorporating a subwoofer mounted in the lower side of the each

speaker. The 10-inch driver is a heavyduty long unit of our own design that is also successfully used in our

powered subwoofers. Bass is authoritive and controlled.

A contemporary design, with a small footprint, the M4006HT home theater is perfect for the average or small size room. This design uses multiple 3-inch drivers instead of

single large drivers. There are several advantages to this approach. The first is that we can reduce the width of the cabinet substantially creating a small footprint that is easier

to place in areas where space is a premium.

Secondly although it appears the drivers are small, when you add up the combined radiating area of the drivers on each speaker, the total area is equivalent to a conventional

5" driver used in most mid-sized systems.

However if you compare the sound between the M4006HT and a conventional speaker using a 5" midrange driver, you will notice that the dialogue in most films is easier to

understand with the M4006HT. This is because the smaller drivers have the advantage of responding faster to the audio signal.

The system incorporates a Sub 30 powered subwoofer. Inside the cabinet are two 10-inch long throw woofers, one passive and one active, each facing opposite directions. A

passive radiator is simply a driver with no voice coil that is driven by the movement of the active driver. Its works much more effectively than a port and theoretically doubles the

radiating area. The main advantage using this design was that we were able to reduce the size of the cabinet and at the same time increase the bass output.

The speakers are finished in satin aluminum with a piano black cap on both ends creating a very contemporary look that blends with most decorations.
